SOMPIO - A LIVING BACKWOODS

Sompio is located around 200 kilometres north of the
Arctic Circle, in northern Sodankyla. Sompio is not a
well-defined area; rather, it is made up of large
wilderness areas in eastern and north-eastern Lapland.
The largest villages in the area are Lokka and Vuotso,
the southernmost Sami village in Finland.

Sompio was originally a village where the local
people stopped by in mid-winter to practice reindeer
herding. For the rest of the year, they led a nomad
lifestyle hunting and fishing in the wilderness. Sompio is
still characterised by this authenticity and its connection
with nature. Experience the snowy fells, and the
Northern Lights in the winter, and the white arctic nights
and midnight sun in the summer.

Sompio is home to the Urho Kekkonen National Park
and the Sompio Strict Nature Reserve, where visitors
must keep to the marked trails. The Sompio wilderness is
full of life, away from large tourist resorts, enabling you
to experience Lapland at its most authentic, by foot, or
in a kayak or on snowhoes. You can even try gold panning
in Sompio!
